Some of our students may be aware that Mr Wright, Maths Teacher, takes his fitness very seriously!  And there is a 
very good reason for that, as he has been preparing to compete in Wigan’s Strongest King competition with the 
aim of raising as much money as possible for an amazing charity - ’Bliss’.

My nephew was born 13 weeks early and was a very poorly little boy who received outstanding care from 
both Bliss and the ward he remained on for 3 months at Doncaster Royal Infirmary. Without this specialist 
care, and numerous blue lighted ambulance trips his story may well have ended differently. Having done 
some research on Bliss, they are an amazing charity that offer support at very stressful times for families 
going through unimaginable worry. Having had an interest in the gym and Strongman Games for as long 
as I can remember, especially the Strongman on TV at Christmas, I decided to try and raise some money 
for Bliss by testing myself at these events and signed myself up for a competition. By the time this rolls 
around, I will have been training for close to a year in an attempt to not finish last! It is gruelling and very 
taxing, but I feel very privileged to be competing and raising awareness for such an awesome and selfless 
charity. Bring it on!! I will be delivering assemblies to all year groups on this challenge and how resilience, 
goal setting and a willingness to work hard at the basics can stand our students in good stead, not only in 
school but in anything they go on and decide to do.
